The 
enrollment has exceeded our fondest anticipations.

It means just this--God 
does not want Northwest Nazarene College to close 
but rather He is trying to show us that the future 
hold tremenduous things for us if we will arise and 
wipe out this monster of debt.

A little less than $12,000.00 more in cash will wipe 
out $85,000.00 of debt. Let us finish the job.

Faculty-Student Reception
The annual reception for new students and faculty, 

members was held in the Dining Hall Friday evening, 
October 5. About 350 attended this reception. Bert, 
rand Peterson, President of the’ Student-Body made a 
fine address of welcome and introduced the members 
of the Faculty to the students. President DeLong

spoke briefly on the history of Northwest Nazarene 
College revealing the fact that 104 had graduated from 
the College of Liberal Arts of whom 47 per cent were 
engaged in Christian work and 34 per cent in educa­
tional work. At the conclusion of his address a cen­
sus was taken which showed that 21 states, the Dis­
trict of Columbia, Alaska, South Africa, and four 
Canadian provinces were represented in the student- 
body. Also it-revealed that 12 different denominations 
were represented. Therefore Northwest Nazarene 
College draws from Texas and Oklahoma to Alaska and 
South Africa west. Also although the school is de­
nominational it is not sectarian. The remaining part 
of the program included musical numbers, readings, 
and games. The evening closed with refreshments.

Opening of the College Year
For eleven years now we have watched the incom­

ing of students at the fall openings. There have been 
times when the enrollment has increased in numbers 
and times when it has decreased. Like all other things 
in life it has fluctuated, and accordingly it has always 
been with some trepidation that we have waited each 
Lime for registration day to come.

With these feelings of questioning and wonder we 
again waited for the opening day this year, but there 
are often times in life when the Lord is better to us 
than our fears, and this was one of those times. Al­
ways before in the college department we have been 
able to enroll all who were on hand the first day, and 
moreover also often had time to spare, but this time 
we had to turn a great number of students away from 
the doors when five o’clock came and give another day 
to registration. Never in the history of the institution 
has there been as heavy a registration in the college 
departments, and never has there been as heavy a to­
tal in the upper departments. For all this we give 
God thanks and praise, and we believe that He is thus 
indicating to us that he is pleased with us and desires 
to bless us more, if we will only prepare the way for 
Him to do so.
