1. The present Chapel is over-crowded. A score of students are forced to PRESENT BUII

sit on the platform. We are so cramped that it it difficult and well nigh

impossible to do efficient altar work.

Our Chapel-Auditorium is so small that our students alone fill it to

capacity so that we cannot freely invite visitors to our chapel services

or literary programs.
