Astronomer Speaksi

To Students at
Tuesday Lyceum

Looking far beyond the moon
into outer space, the students of
N.N.C. learned what the’ telescope
shows in the sky they see every
night when Harry G. Johnson of
the Brown Foundation delivered an
illustrated American Sky lecture in
the college auditorium Tuesday.
November 19, 1946, at 8:00 p. m.

As much of- the metropoliton
planteria benefits as possible were
provided by means of electrical
demonstration apparatus on the
stage and by the visual story of to-
day's knowledge of the sky as told
by the related series of actual,
unretouched photographs project-
ed on the screen.

By the aid of the illuminated “or-
bits,” Mr. Johnson explained the
motions of the sun, the moon and
the earth. Thes sunsetter, the elec-
tric finger, the sky window and a
control desk or nerve center were
other stage apparatus he used to
explain the plantetarium system.

The audience viewed the earth
form distant space and our sun.
Shown also were the thousands of
other universes, clusters of con-
spicuous stars and thensnebula and
closeups of the mountains on the
moon. They were shown that the
earth has craters and lavas like the
moon’s and were taught an easy
way to learn the stars.

In a few minutes time, the Am-
erican Sky lecture brought a sweep-
ing understandable panorama of dis-

coveries in the universe and star!
