Dr. Distler, who speaks German 
fluently, began his tour in Ireland, 
and went through Scotland, Eng­
land, the Netherlands, Belgium, 
Scandinavia and Germany before 
embarking On his trip through the 
suppressed countries.

After leaving Switzerland he 
journeyed to Italy, around the Med- 
iterannean and through Egypt and

Author of the book, “Nazarene

Taylor is now serving as professor 
of Church History at the Nazarene 
rheological Seminary at Kansas 
City, in addition to his duties as 
NYPS president.

Dr. Taylor held the position of 
Dean o i Liberal Arts at Bethany-

Knowledge vrithout wisdom is 
much like a textbook written in a 
lost language.

“Wisdom,” says Webster, “is the 
quality of being wise; ability to 
judge soundly and deal sagaciously 
with facts as they relate to life 
and conduct; discernment and 
judgement”.

Friends, we can’t  live a Christian 
life in our own innate wisdom. It 
takes wisdom from God; it takes 
that “peculiar” insight which en­
ables us to stand firmly unmov­
able, in this, our day.

God does not reserve this wis­
dom for some and hold it back 
from others. It may be obtained 
by every Christian by asking God 
in unwavering faith. God gives it 
without questioning you or making 
fun of you. He gladly bestows it 
upon all who ask.

Raise Fees for *51-52

Raising of fees for the coming 
year, approval of plans for re-fin- 
ishing some of the floors in Chap­
man and Morrison Halls and ap­
proval of an Easter vacation begin­
ning next year were among the de­
cisions reached by the Board of Re­
gents at their recent meeting.

In order to help offset rising 
costs, tuition fees were raised $15 
per semester and board was upped 
$20 per term. In addition, fees for 
part-time students were raised to 
$10.50 per semester, which would 
include all fees except medical and 
student body.

Students taking over 17 hours 
per semester will also be required 
to pay $10.50 for each additional 
semester hour taken. The new 
prices become effective Sept. 1.

Refinishing and improving the 
floors in the two resident dorms 
was approved by the Board.

Beginning next year an Easter 
vacation will be included in the 
school year. The vacation will be­
gin on the Wednesday afternoon 
before Easter and will end the fol­
lowing Tuesday morning.

“It is obvious to even the casual 
observer that the moral and spir­
itual foundations of people living 
on the North American continent 
need strengthening. This means a 
vigorous and dynamic spiritual 
leadership must be forthcoming.

“This brings the Christian col­
lege— the church college — into 
sharp focus. It is here we must 
look for the training of Christian 
leaders, both lay and ministerial.”
