NNC Crusaders’ baseball squad 
has been the finest athletic team in 
the history of the school. Despite 
their many successes, “Wait ’till 
next year,’’ is already running 
through the victors’ camp and good 
reason they have for looking for­
ward to the next season.

Elect Detwiler Captain 
Batting statistics for the year 

have been dominated by two soph­
omores, the pitching staff records 
by two freshmen and a junior. Only 
two men are leaving the ranks 
through graduation. The popular 
“Flying Dutchman,” Harry Detwil­
er, was elected honorary captain for 
the year. He hit consistently around 
the .500 mark throughout the sea­
son, slumped during the last week 
but rallied for five hits in nine 
times at bat in Saturday’s double- 
header. He leads all the batsmen 
with a mark of .435.

Back Leads Team in Runs 
Len Back, probably the most in­

spirational player from his first 
base position, led the team in home 
runs and fielding averages.

Back also led in the most impor­
tant runs-batted-in and was close 
behind Detwiler in the batting av­
erages with .407.

Mickey Dean, a freshman, had 
the best pitching average among 
the regular moundsmen with a 2-0

won-lost record. Paul Ralphs, who 
was plagued by injuries, was the 
work-horse as a freshman, winning 
five and dropping one. Rod New­
man, a junior pitcher, has improved 
greatly both as a starter and in re­
lief roles, with a 3-2 record.

Other High Batters Named
Dean was far distant from- the 

two battling leaders but still was 
above .300 as he edged out Clary 
Olson for number three position by 
one point at .313. Olson’s .312 made 
him the only other man above .300.

Detwiler led the team in hits, 
stolen bases, runs scored and two- 
base hits with 27, 20, 28 and 3, 
respectively.

The team’s 33 hits in 81 official
