King Day Marks Champion

January  20, 1986, a new 
national holiday honoring 
Martin Luther King, Jr.’s bir­
thday will be observed. Since 
Dr. K ing’s death in 1968, 
legislation has been in­
troduced every year by mem­
bers of Congress for this 
comm’em oration. President 
Reagan signed the bill at last 
on November 2, 1983,
establishing the third Mon­
day in January as a national 
legal holiday.

Some feel that King Day is 
only a token holiday, brought 
about by pressure from blacks 
because there were previously 
no legal holidays honoring 
black leaders. This may be 
true in part, but Dr. Martin 
Luther King Jr. was a m an 
with a life w orthy  of such 
honor. ,

born in the late twenties to 
a well-educated, second 
generation  m inister. King

sped through his preliminary 
education. He skipped two 
grade levels and enrolled in 
Morehouse College at the age 
of fifteen. While in college he 
became an ordained Baptist 
minister. When he completed 
his seminary training, he had

an A average and was 
president of the senior class. 
King J r .’s accomplishments 
continued to be astounding 
all throughout his lifetime. He 
was a full-time pastor, 
husband and  fa ther, he 
received a Ph.D. from Boston

University, delivered coun­
tless speeches, published six

books, met with Pope Paul VI, 
and received a Nobel Peace 
Prize for spearheading  the 
A m erican Civil Rights 
Movement.

Dr. King was concerned not 
only with a t ta in ing  justice 
and  equality  but w ith  the

means by which they were at­
tained as well. He was a 
student of G handi and 
Thoreau, and built on their 
theories of peaceful civil 
disobedience, as well as those 
found in the Bible. In his “ Let­
ter From Birmingham City 
Ja i l” , Dr. King wrote, “ I 
submit that  an individual 
who breaks a law that con­
science tells him is unjust, and 
willingly accepts the penalty 
by staying in jail to arouse the 
conscience of the community 
over its injustice, is in reality 
expressing the very highest 
respect for the law.”

Oppressed

When Martin Luther King, 
Jr. was shot on April 4, 1968, 
the world mourned the loss of 
a great leader and a man of in­
tegrity. The man was killed; 
the ideals he stood for were 
not, and they will continue to 
live on, in part, through the 
observance of Martin Luther 
King, Jr. Day.

T he C hurch  of the 
N azarene continues its’ 
m issionary  w ork in the 
Republic of South Africa in 
1 9 8 6 ; u n c h a n g e d .

First, we should recognize 
and praise the positive aspects 
of the m in istry . N azarene 
missionaries are bringing the 
good news of Jesus Christ to 
b lack , co lored , and white 
South Africans. The Church 
is b ring ing  hope to South 
Africa in a time of despair. 
The Church has established a 
n a tio n a l s tru c tu re  and 
operates an integrated school 
along with other clinics and 
schools. T he C hurch con­
tinues its’ work in this time of 
r a c i a l  u n re s t .

In 1985, nearly  1,000 
b lacks w ere killed during 
rac ia l unrest. Black South 
Africans are rebelling against 
the system of apartheid that 
enables the white minority to 
con tro l all pow er, wealth, 
and education. The Church

of the N azarene has 
cooperated  w ith  the gover­
nm ent system and failed to 
pub lica lly  denounc* a p a r­
theid.

The Church has organized 
its structure according to the 
governm ents p lan  of racia l 
separation. The governm ent 
has designated “ hom eland” 
areas th a t all b lacks m ust 
eventually  live-in although  
they m ay w ork du rin g  the 
week several hundred miles 
aw ay. The C hurch  has 
established schools in these 
homelands, the governm ent 
requires the students to attend 
schools in their “hom eland”
area. Thus, many black stud­
ents attend school although 
they m ay be an  excessive 
d istance aw ay from  jobs.

The sim ple fac t is th a t the 
Church is cooperating  w ith 
the government at the expense 
of the black students. F u r­
therm ore, the C hurch  does 
not condem n “ ap a rth e id .

This reluctance is dam aging 
the credibility of the Church 
in South Africa. If the Church 
wishes to m in ister to both 
physical and spiritual needs 
as did Christ it must clarity its 
position regarding apartheid. 
The Episcopal C hurch  has 
condemned apartheid and the 
government has not restricted 
it.

They cannot ally itself with 
an institution that propogates 
racism  and hate. NNC 
faculty, adm inistration, and 
students should send a 
message to the Church leaders 
in Kansas City. The message 
should include:

1. A sta tem ent th a t the 
C hurch  of the N azarene 
denounces ap a rth e id  and 
its traits of segregation and 
racism.

Jesus C hrist on earth  met 
both physical and spiritual 
needs of people. It is 
inexusable for the Church of 
the N azarene to silently  
cooperate  w ith  a rac ist 
system while claiming to ser­
ve as C hrist’s missionaries. 
O ur silence appears to mean 
consent.

She w ould like to see the 
Jud ic ia l B oard influence 
w hat happens in the lives of 
the NNC students by

giving the students a say in 
what happens in disciplinary 
decisions and student gover­
nment. This can only happen 
if the Judicial Board is used 
more.

The duties of the Chief 
Justice are as follows: l)T o  
keep a cu rren t file of all 
ASNNC (clubs and 
organizations) constitutions; 
2) To serve as the p rim ary  
consultan t for any jud ic ia l 
inquiries; 3) To preside over 
the Judicial Board; 4) To call 
Judicial Board meetings; and 
5) To w rite  or designate an 
associate Justice to w rite the 
m ajority  consent of all 
decisions of the Judicial 
Board.

The Judicial B oard is the 
ASNNC Judicial branch and

serves as the final authority, 
reg ard in g  in te rp re ta tio n  of 
the ASNNC Constitution and 
all leg islative acts of the 
ASNNC Senate. It approves 
all club and  o rg an iza tio n  
constitu tions in accordance 
with the ASNNC Constitution 
before the Senate approves 
the club or organization. It is 
tbe final arbitrator in all con­
tested ASNNC elections.

Another very useful duty of 
the Judicial Board is to serve 
as an  agency to w hich a 
m em ber of the NNC com ­
munity may appeal a charge 
of an infraction of some cam­
pus policy and/or the penalty 
assigned h im /her. The 
penalties for an infraction in­
clude a rep rim an d , fines, 
p robation , suspension from

college, dism issal 
college, or any other a 
deemed appropriate . I 
student has a question o 
fairness of a penalt 
charge, there is the opti 
take it to the Judicial I
