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Sangam-dong Church ministers to the community through Love Sharing Bazaar

the celebration of the “Chuseok*” Festival.

The 1-day bazaar showcases food, clothing, books, toys, and various items donated
by the church members. Various activities were also offered during the day. The
purpose of this activity is to celebrate the “Chuseok” with everyone around the
church community. The proceeds from the event in the last 7 years have
accumulated to more than $22,000 US.
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Sangam-dong church has members who are in need and can benefit from the bazaar’s
proceeds, but the church has chosen to give the money to the Sangam-dong
Community Center and Entrepreneurship Welfare Center to help the needy in their
community.
