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The contrast between true religion and 
false religion always becomes vivid in the 
presence of Jesus.

During His ministry. He was in direct con­
flict with the spiritual leaders of His time, 
not because He sought for conflict, hut be­
cause in His presence falseness becomes all 
the more evident and ugly.

In His discourse to the disciples, recorded 
in Matthew 23:2, He touched the sensitive 
spot in the lives of the rulers. He said, “ They 
say, and do not" (v. 2).

P re a c h in g  w ith o u t p ra c tic e .

Here is depicted the danger to true religion 
in every age. How easy it is to let religion 
become superficial and insincere until it con­
sists more of talk than of Christlike action!

The inevitable result of surface religion is 
an uncharitable and critical attitude toward 
others. Jesus said, “They bind heavy burdens 
and grievous to be borne, and lay them on 
men’s shoulders; but they themselves will not 
move them with one of their fingers” (v. 4). 
In this statement. He did not mean that they 
put burdens on others and then would not 
help them bear those burdens. He meant that 
they put burdens and requirements on men's 
shoulders which they would not carry them­
selves even with the finger.

In this descending scale of surface religion 
Jesus also said that “They make broad their

phylacteries, and enlarge the borders of their 
garments” (v. 5).

“ They love the uppermost rooms at feasts, 
and the chief seats in the synagogues” (v. 6), 

“And greetings in the markets, and to be 
called of men, Rabbi, Rabbi" (v. 7).

The Master does not condemn words in re­
ligion. Nor does He condemn the wearing of 
the phylactery. He may have worn one him­
self. He does not condemn public prayers—  
even on the corners of the streets. But He 
does condemn anything that is done simply 
to be seen of men— “ all their works they do 
for to be seen of men” (v. 5).

Nearly every sacred religious exercise can 
become superficial and insincere. Public tes­
timony— a blessed and worthwhile religious 
exercise— can become a matter of “words.” 
shallow and meaningless, unless supported by 
a consistent life. Giving— a profitable exer­
cise of Christian stewardship— can become a 
mere “ show” of generosity unless prompted 
by love and devotion. Preaching— a necessary 
function of the ministry of the Church— can 
become as mechanical as a "sounding brass, 
or a tinkling cymbal.”

Words and deeds are not at variance one 
with another. In true religion they are blend­
ed together in beautiful harmony. Both are 
necessary to give the world a true expression 
of that “ pure and undefiled religion” which 
is so desperately needed today.



J
esus said some very disturb­
ing things. One that both­
ered me considerably is in

 Matthew 17:20. “ For verily
I say unto you, if ye have faith as 
a grain of mustard seed, ye shall 
say unto this mountain, Remove 
hence to yonder place: and it shall

remove.
I was amused at first. I fancied 

myself standing before just a little 
mountain, trying to exert the faith 
to bid it depart. Soon afterward I 
drew a circle around the promise 
and said that it may be for some, 
but God certainly didn’t expect me 
to use it. I relegated it to the back 
of my mind with other promises I 
thought could not be taken at face 
value.

Some temporary comfort came 
when I learned that some mature 
Christians took the verse to mean 
that God would remove “ spiritual 
mountains.”

Time and more experience have 
brought me face-to-face with this 
promise again. At first, thinking it 
automatic. I prayed to see “spirit­
ual mountains” removed. It was 
disappointing indeed when noth­
ing happened. Or maybe something 
did happen. Maybe God was using 
this promise to teach me some
things about removing mountains.

1. Some mountains are just
molehills. From our vantage point 
the molehill has gotten between 
God and ourselves. Spiritual
growth would obviate the problem.

2. Too often we want God to do 
most of the work. If He doesn’t re­
move it right off, we assume it to 
be God’s will that it stay. This 
leaves us to struggle over it, go 
around it, or shrink back from it.

3. Sometimes we pray and fast 
in earnest and the mountain is re­
moved.

4. Sometimes, usually with the 
biggest mountains, God whispers 
in our souls, “ You have prayed

and fasted and sought My will; now 
let’s begin to work. Take a 
wheelbarrow, a pick, and a shovel. 
Go to the mountain. Claim its u l­
timate removal. Begin the work. 
When you get to rocks you can’t 
break or budge, I’ll do the blasting 
for you. Then you may come back

and resume your task. Together, 
it may take a lifetime, but we will 
remove this mountain.”

Mountains remain today because 
we started and stopped or sought 
an easier place in His service. God 
give me the determination to be a 
mountain mover.
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V.B.S.: 
Can It 
Survive?

Crowded summer schedules threaten to " squeeze out" V.B.S., yet we face the alternative 

of "spiritual dropouts."

NOT LONG AGO I received a 
letter from a mother who is a pub­
lic school teacher. She explained 
that it is becoming increasingly 
difficult to find competent people 
to teach in V.B.S., and even more 
excruciating was the problem of 
finding a time to have it.

“This doesn’t mean that our peo­
ple are becoming any less dedi­
cated.” she said. ‘However, more 
and more women are working full 
or part time, more men are get­
ting longer vacations . . . capable 
teen-agers are going to summer 
school and getting summer jobs, 
and more and more children are 
attending district-sponsored boys’ 
and girls’ camps.

“Back thirty years ago, when I 
was a child, attending V.B.S. was 
the highlight of my summer. My 
father was a factory worker who 
received no vacation; there were

no camps; very few moms were 
working; and V.B.S. was all we 
had to look forward to. . . .  I am 
interested to know if you have had 
inquiries and problems similar to 
ours. . . .”

I have, and this puts us almost in 
the position of an irresistible force 
meeting an immovable object— a 
need for creating experiences which 
lead naturally into a genuine 
Christian commitment among our 
children, versus a schedule so 
crowded and leaders so harried 
that creating the situation is im­
possible.

SOME RESEARCH has been go­
ing on recently about school di >p- 
outs. It is something we might 
rather ignore. Some teachers 
would give a sigh of relief when 
their troublemakers are gone, but 
socially we cannot afford that sigh.

The researchers trying to get to 
the heart of the problem are saying

that most of the dropouts are cre­
ated in the early grades of the 
elementary school. Some claim 
they can be identified by the time 
they are in third grade.

There is a parallel between the 
problems the public school faces 
and the ones which face the 
Church. Some mothers (and dads 
too) would give a sigh of relief if 
the pastor or the Sunday school 
superintendent would overlook va­
cation Bible school this summer. 
But we can hardly afford that 
sigh.

If children who come under the 
influence of the Church of the 
Nazarene are not creatively chal­
lenged with the thrill of being a 
Christian by the time they reach 
the third grade, they may well be­
come our spiritual dropouts when 
their teen years roll around.

“LEARNING TO LEARN,” a 
concept stressed in V.B.S., means
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V.B.S. means a myriad of experiences for children. Among these could he the most important experience 
of conversion.

About This Issue . . .
Vacation Bible school means 

happy experiences (see cover) 
for most children. But with it 
come occasional frustrations for 
parents who try to work it into 
the family’s summer schedule, 
already crowded with camps, va­
cations, and district activities. 
The coup de grace comes when 
they are asked to teach. Pastors 
and church boards wrestle with 
sticky financial problems related 
to V.B.S.

Spiritual revivals (and this is 
what V.B.S. is) cost something 
in time and money. V.B.S. Di­
rector Mary E. Latham, on these 
pages, explains what she thinks 
are the criteria for this kind of 
revival, but doesn’t answer the 
question: Can V.B.S. survive?
This she leaves for you to an­
swer, as a parent, a “could be” 
teacher, or a pastor.

Two years ago this month the 
nuclear-powered submarine, the 
“Thresher,” with a crew of 129 
men, was lost in the Atlantic.

motivating a child to love learning.

Scores, and in some cases hun­
dreds, of children in the church 
neighborhood never get a chance 
to go to boys’ and girls’ camps, but 
could be genuinely interested in 
V.B.S.

TODAY, THERE is a wealth of 
material. D ay-by-day plans for 
the teacher, activity books for the 
pupil, teaching packets, handcraft 
kits— all have been created as tools 
to put into the hands of the teach­
er. Through these she (and he) 
becomes a helper and a guide to 
boys and girls. On these children’s 
shoulders rest the hopes of a tan­
gled, troubled world. Anything 
we can do to help them develop a 
rugged faith, and strong, total 
Christian personality, we should 
do.

Nothing matters so much.

I t was during the Novem ber 
blackout in New Y ork City. 
On the fringe of the dark- 

 ened area a religious gather­
ing enjoyed normal electric service. 
While the bright lights of the great 
city were flickering out, subways 
rumbling to a halt, and millions of 
blaring radios and T V ’s falling si­
lent and dark, folk at this meeting 
serenely kept on with their service. 
Their secret: They got their power 
from a different source from 
blacked-out, uneasy New York!

The subject for this group’s dis­
cussion was, “Y e shall receive pow ­
er” (Acts 1 :8 )!

The topic and the incident sug­
gest that we can have a never- 
failing source of power. It has a 
different source from that on which 
the world depends. Everything 
earthly is subject to unexpected 
and unexplainable blackouts, but 
when the Holy Ghost is come upon 
us, we receive power that will not 
fail!

THE TOTAL MONEY value of 
all the electrical appliances being 
used in New Y ork when the cur­
rent went off must have been a 
colossal figure. Triumphs of m od­
ern engineering, these beautiful 
refrigerators, freezers, heaters, and 
incandescent lighting systems add­
ed much to the pleasure, conveni­
ence, and luxury of twentieth- 
century living. It almost slips our 
minds sometimes that all these ap­
pliances depend on a power out­
side themselves. When the current 
failed, they were utterly useless.

Religion without the power of 
God is like that. It may be beauti­
ful, logical, and proudly “modern.” 
However, in time of stress and 
strain it cannot protect men from 
the attacks of the evil one. That 
which is of the flesh is flesh. R e­
ligion which has nothing from 
heaven in it cannot come up to 
God’s standard of holiness in heart 
and life. It may seem to do very 
well under ordinary situations, but 
it breaks down entirely when the 
crisis is on.

IN OTHER WORDS, it isn’t 
enough to be merely “nice.” 
Courieous, c u l t u r e d ,  pleasant, 
churchgoing people, good people 
who may even play the piano or 
sing in the choir, may still end 
their religious lives with a crash

because they find themselves lack­
ing the power of God in the hour 
of temptation.

An electric car on which I was 
riding became suddenly silent, m o­
tionless, and powerless. The trol­
ley had gone off the track as we 
rounded a sharp curve. A  passen­
ger reached out the back window 
and replaced the trolley, and we 
continued our ride.

Later that same passenger, as he 
passed my seat in leaving the car 
picked up the open Bible in my 
lap. He turned swiftly to II Peter 
2:22— “But it is happened unto 
them according to the true proverb, 
The dog is turned to his own 
vomit again; and the sow that was 
washed to her wallowing in the 
mire.” With deep emotion the man 
said to me, “ Boy, don’t ever do it. 
I did it once.” Then he was gone.

LATER, THINKING of the o c ­
currence, I connected the two hap­
penings—the streetcar with the 
trolley disconnected, a helpless 
traffic hazard on the busy com er, 
and the man who had lost contact 
with God and had returned to his 
old sins. The result: darkness,
stagnation, stench, death.

My unknown friend was so fa­
miliar with scripture that he could 
turn in a flash to a verse he 
wanted; yet his power was gone, 
and he could no longer resist the 
tempter. What a pitiful example 
of the form of godliness without 
the power thereof!

An evangelist saw a fireplace in 
the home where he was being en­
tertained. He enjoyed relaxing be­
fore an open fire, and drew closer. 
Then he realized that what he had 
seen was only make-believe. An 
electric bulb supplied the light, but 
there was no real fire or warmth. 
The whole thing was a sham. He

As the unique God-man, Jesus is 
our great High Priest. As man, He 
experienced all of our tests and 
trials. So He has htiman sympathy 
and understanding. But He is not 
only merciful. A s God, He is also 
faithful and able to help us in every 
time of need. No ivonder then that 
He is our sure Hope. So let us put 
our full trust in Him. He will never 
fail us.— Paul T. Culbertson.

asked his hostess why she had a 
false fireplace in her home. I have 
never forgotten her reply. She 
said: “Because it’s pretty. It’s com ­
forting to have around, and it re­
minds me of the real thing.”

We can have something far bet­
ter in religion than something 
pretty, vaguely comforting, and a 
reminder of the r e a l  thing! 
Through the indwelling Spirit we 
can have the power of God. This 
power comes from a different 
source entirely from any that the 
world with all its brilliance of in­
tellect can supply.

A  MAN WE KNOW  illustrated 
the kind of power that comes when 
the Holy Ghost is come upon us. 
A  radiant smile under a halo of 
white hair—that was my first 
glimpse of his face. His work for 
the Lord was to greet us as we 
came to Sunday school. He shook 
hands with young and old with a 
grave courtesy that made us feel 
really welcome.

Later I learned that the old gen­
tleman raised chickens for a living. 
He used to bring eggs to my wife 
and me sometimes to help us as 
we struggled our way through 
college.

THE YOUNG COUPLE I had
visited the evening before were 
not present among the people in 
the church that Sunday morning. 
They had promised me that they 
would be there. I wondered what 
could have happened.

I forgot them during the service, 
but as I stepped through the doors 
to shake hands with the folks 
leaving, I noticed a Pontiac sta­
tion wagon. It was the same kind 
of car the couple drove— the couple 
I had called on the night before.

“You thought that I had pulled 
the usual promise to be in church 
to get rid of you, didn’t you, R ev­
erend?” Sam laughingly accused 
me. He stepped out from behind 
me.

“Y ou ’re right, Sam. Where have 
you been?”

“ I have just come from the hos­
pital.”

“ Is your wife ill?”
“No.” He paused, then ex­

plained: “ Do you remember our 
conversation on drinking last 
night? You told my father and 
me that the Church of the Naza- 
rene was opposed to drinking and 
then gave two examples from your 
own experience. One was a friend 
killed in an auto accident, and the 
other one about a drunk man try­
ing to shoot his wife.”

“ Yes, sure, Sam, but what does 
that have to do with your missing 
church?”

HIS V O I C E  QUICKENED.
“Reverend, you got the message 
home to me and God cemented it 
so that I’ll never forget it. I’m 
against drink.

“At two o ’clock this morning I

heard a loud crash just outside my 
window. One of my best friends 
had smashed his car into the lamp­
post in front of the house. I took 
him to the emergency hospital. He 
had been drinking.

“While I was waiting, a man 
was brought into emergency yell­
ing, ‘I’m shot, I’m dead.’ He had 
been shot through the neck in a 
drinking brawl.

“Now, do you see why I got the 
message!”

I understood.
Most people don’t get the im­

mediate and dramatic instruction 
Sam Calbone received early that 
Sunday morning, but God is try­
ing to awaken the Church with a 
growing record of destruction of 
both “social” and “ heavy” drink­
ers.

M. A. Block, in the article “A s­
pects of Alcoholism,” claims: 
“ Only seven percent of problem 
drinkers are to be found on skid 
row. Ninety-three percent are re­
spected people living in their own 
homes, most of them employed. 
Eighty percent of drinkers that 
have problems are under fifty 
years of age. From forty-five to 
eighty-six percent of high school 
age students use alcohol.”

MOST OF THIS can be attrib­
uted to the growing idea of the 
“ cocktail hour”  replacing the “ co f­
fee hour.” Along with public 
apathy and acceptance the Church 
is apologizing for its stand against 
any kind of drinking. We are try­
ing to be nice about a dirty prob­
lem.

Alcohol and alcoholism could

well become the number one prob­
lem in America within the next 
few  decades. We contribute to 
cancer and heart research in an 
effort to find the causes of these 
diseases. But we advertise the 
only disease you can buy in a bot­
tle as a positively delightful bev­
erage.

Is there anything the Church 
can do about this problem other 
than condemn it? Yes. Christ, us­
ing the Church as an instrument, 
has come to redeem lost men— 
among them, alcoholics.

THE FIRST THING we must do 
is see drinking men in proper per­
spective. We do that by finding 
them, and loving them as well as 
condemning their habit, and then 
trying to lead them to Christ. The 
key to this first attempt is finding 
them. They are easy to find if you 
will dare!

Second, we must fight the liquor 
traffic. Start by organizing your 
church to write public officials 
about the fraud in the current 
newspaper and TV  advertisement 
of liquor. Then stay with the fight.

Dramatize, by every proper 
means, to your teen-agers the 
truth about alcohol. Be careful to 
show the real effects of liquor, not 
in a “ Police Gazette” format, but 
in one that will elicit concern as 
well as compassion for those 
caught in the sin of drunkenness.

Drinking is and always has been 
the Church’s problem, for it is a 
social problem. We must not pull 
our righteousness about us. We 
must get into the fight. This is our 
problem too.
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A ccording to the fatalist, the 
universe is wound up as a 
great clock and left to un-

______ wind, inexorably executing
all the revolutions of its complex 
machinery. This is not true in its 
strictest sense, for God ofttimes in­
tervenes in the behalf of those who 
pray to Him in faith.

However, God has predetermined 
the panoramic prophetic picture 
that is continually unfolding to 
man. Palestine, or more properly 
Israel, figures very largely in these 
events. A prophetic “ fix”  on this 
area of the world is quite revealing.

BIBLE PROPHECY is history 
written in advance. Six centuries 
before Christ, the prophet Hosea 
spoke of the “ Great Ingathering” 
(a current Jewish term describing 
the present immigration of world 
Jewry into Palestine), and de­
scribed the present “ Parliamentary 
Democracy” of Israel. Said he, 
“Then shall the children of Judah 
and the children of Israel be gath­
ered together, and shall appoint 
themselves one head . . .” (Hosea 
1: 11).

May 14, 1948, marked the be­
ginning of a new, independent state 
of Israel— the first in two millen­
niums. Its form of government 
consists of a 120-member body 
called the Knesset, elected by the 
people. The Knesset, in turn, 
elects a president for a five-year 
term. Hosea’s prophecy was his­
tory written in advance.

Ezekiel’s thirty-seventh chapter 
is another piece of history written 
in advance. The bearded bard saw 
a valley full of dry bones, and they 
were very dry. Up until the Bal­
four Declaration (1917) favoring a 
national home for the Jews, Eze­
kiel’s vision of the dry bones typi­
fied world Jewry in its dispersed 
and lamentable condition.

BUT AS THE prophet watched, 
the bones came together (the 
“Great Ingathering” ). As he con­
tinued to watch the interesting 
phenomenon, the flesh came upon 
the bones, thus typifying the cur­
rent agricultural and industrial 
renaissance now taking place in 
Israel.

Today, Israel is probably the 
fastest growing nation in the 
world. Everywhere, the Israelite is 
working with indefatigable energy,

whether it be in waste wilderness, 
the irrigated field, industrial plants, 
or the scientific laboratory. The 
dry bones are no longer dry. Hopes 
of national survival and revival 
flame in every breast.

The flesh is coming upon the 
bones, too, as the fertile soil of this 
ancient land is responding to the 
refreshing irrigation waters from 
the Lake of Galilee (transported 
via nine-foot, concrete conduit) 
and other sources. Today, Israel is 
not only self-sufficient (or nearly 
so) in the production of eggs, fruit, 
potatoes, meat and poultry, vege­
tables, and dairy products, but her 
exports have now exceeded im­
ports, reaching the figure of near­
ly $350 million.

BUT GREATER things are in 
the offing. As the enamored proph­
et beheld, breath came from the 
four winds and entered into the 
lifeless mass of corporeal bodies 
and they stood upon their feet, a

tremendous army. This prefigures 
the great revival of Christian re­
ligion to pervade the entire na­
tion. Jesus intimated it in Luke 
21:24. Paul spoke of it in Romans 
11:25. Practically every major and 
minor prophet of the Old Testa­
ment majors on the theme. The 
strands of this truth are in evi­
dence throughout the Bible. This 
will be the greatest spiritual re­
vival ever known to man.

Groundwork is now being laid 
for such a world-shaking spiritual 
renovation. While the American 
educational network is systematic­
ally corrupting her youth by the 
expulsion of the Bible, supplanting 
it with evolution and godless ma­
terialism, Israel requires that the 
Bible constitute one-third of the 
curriculum in her forty-six hun­
dred schools! Such a bountiful 
sowing of the seed of the Word 
of God is bound to culminate in a 
glorious spiritual harvest. It is 
coming.

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The Sacred and the Secular
There is m uch m isch ief in a sharp separation 

of the sacred from  the secular. The result is a 
compartmentalized life  w ith “ Sunday re lig ion ” 
expected to redeem  the selfish w eeks.

Men are forever trying to have it that Caesar 
has his dom ain and G od  has His, and they must 
not intrude the one upon  the other. B ut G od  
can never be relegated to a corn er o f our lives, 
no matter how  large that corn er m ay be. If He 
is to be L ord  at all. He m ust be L ord  o f all.

Paul Rees tells o f a very  “ p iou s”  grocer w ho 
had his living quarters in an apartm ent above 
the store. In the m orning he w ou ld  call dow n 
to his young clerk :

“ Have you  w atered the m ilk ? ”
“ Yes, sir."
“ Have you  put pum pkin  in the butter? ’ 
“ Yes, sir.”
“ And put ch icory  in the c o ffe e ? ”
“ Yes, sir.”
“ Then com e up to w orsh ip .”
Dr. R ees com m ents: “ P iety  d ivorced  from

practice! It ’s w orse than a pity; it ’s a travesty. 
Over against it is the exam ple of the m issionary 
concerning w hom  one o f the observant nationals 
said, ‘He walks as he ta lks!’ ”

The fact is, inconsistency is every  b it as dan­
gerous as heresy. D r. J. B. Chapm an w rote years 
ago, “ Bad living m akes m ore sinners and infidels 
than faulty teaching; fo r  it so often happens that 
‘what you  are speaks so lou d ly  that I cannot 
hear what you  say.’ W e do w ell to strive to 
become ‘defenders o f the fa ith ,’ but w e do better 
when we becom e indeed ‘doers o f the w ord .’ 
Sound teaching and consistent living are inter­
dependents, if w e w ou ld  save those w ho look  to 
us to show them the w ay o f life .”

FOR THE C H R IS T IA N , noth ing is secular if by 
secular w e m ean d ivorced  or cut o ff from  the 
lordship of Christ. The m ost m enial task, the 
most hum ble occupation , the routine and drab­
ness of earning a liv ing— all are hallow ed by  the 
basic com m itm ent o f all o f life to the fu ll w ill 
of God.

When the center o f life  is p roperly  established, 
all that is legitim ate w ill find its p lace about that

center. It is on ly  w hen life is off-cen ter—  
eccentric, in the strictest use o f the term — that 
“ sacred” and “ secu lar” are throw n into opposi­
tion or contrast.

This does not mean that there are no specific 
activities m ore d irectly  related to spiritual ends 
than others. G od  does ask for the first day of 
every  w eek  and the first dim e o f each dollar to 
be specifica lly  devoted to Him.

B ut the first day o f every  w eek, the L ord ’s 
D ay, the Christian Sabbath, is given  specifically 
to Him  in order that every  other day m ay be 
hallow ed by  His guidance and grace. A nd  the 
first dim e o f each dollar, the tithe w hich is the 
firstfruits o f our labor, consecrates the other 
nine-tenths.

Personal and public w orship, the reading of 
G od 's  W ord, and prayer are elem ents o f the life 
of every  true Christian. B ut they are the leaven, 
w hose purpose is to “ leaven the w hole lum p” 
and sanctify the w hole.

N either is the Christian attitude one o f con ­
tem pt for  the “ secu lar.”  N othing m orally right 
is “ beneath”  the dignity o f the servant of G od. 
The “ doorkeeper in the house o f the L ord ”  is 
as im portant in G od ’s sight as the m inister at the 
altar if he is rendering his service as unto the 
Lord.

W hen secular and sacred are seen in proper 
light, they are found to be tw o sides to the same 
coin. A nd  G od ’s purpose for us all is that the 
coin  be the pure gold  of His “ righteousness and 
true holiness.”

The Key to Renewal
Students of religious revival throughout the 

Christian centuries have been  im pressed with 
the m any factors that seem  to play a part in it. 
There is a never-fa iling variety in the w ays G od ’s 
Spirit w orks to bring renew al to His C hurch.

In it all, how ever, one elem ent rem ains con ­
stant. It n ever varies. Through all the changes 
o f circum stances and conditions every  genuine 
revival has been preceded  b y  persistent and p re ­
vailing prayer.

The late Dr. W illiam  E. Sangster drew  atten­
tion to this in one o f his last books. “ W hat, 
h ow ever, appears to be com m on to every  deep 
revival o f religion  is a prelude o f pleading, pas­
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sionate, and persistent prayer. T hose w ho had 
rem ained true to G od  m ight have been  but a 
rem nant, yet they w ere that kind o f rem nant. 
They believed  and they prayed. T o that quality 
o f praying G od  responded. T here is n o  know n  
revival w ithout this prelude o f prayer.”

W e live in an age o f the shortcut. O ur con ­
stant search is for  easy and painless w ays to do 
d ifficu lt things. W e m ajor on “ instant” products 
— instant co ffee , instant tea, instant soup. B ut 
so w ell did D r. W illiam  F isher put it at the 
E vangelism  C onference in January: “ There is
no such thing as ‘ instant reviva l.’ ”

Y et w e try it all the time. W e try it w hen w e 
substitute evangelism  fo r  revival. W e try it 
w hen w e define revival in term s of G od ’s sov ­
ereignty w ithout recognizing that the sovereign  
G od  has decreed  that revival waits upon prayer. 
W e try it w hen w e plan fo r  revival on ly in term s 
o f the preaching, singing, advertising, and other 
externals.

The prayer that brings revival is not prayer 
to see if, perhaps, an answ er w ill be given. The 
prayer that brings revival is prayer that holds on 
because the answ er has been  prom ised b e fo re ­
hand.

T he prayer that brings revival does not p re ­
scribe the w ay the L ord  o f the C hurch  shall 
w ork . T he prayer that brings revival offers w ill­
ing agents fo r  w hatever w ay the L ord  o f the 
C hurch  pleases to w ork .

SU C H  P R A Y E R  A S  TH IS  can be expensive 
business in term s of ou r ow n  little purposes and 
plans. It w ill m ake dem ands upon  us w e w ou ld  
rather not face up to. Sam uel Shoem aker said 
it w ell:

“ W e must ask G od  in prayer, ‘W hat shall I 
do, L o r d ? ’ N ow  there are som e kinds of ‘p ra yer ’ 
that are not really  p rayer at all. T here is the 
fevered  asking on the part o f som eone all tense 
and tight inside, to w hom  n obody , not even  G od, 
can get through. T here is the w ilfu l, insistent 
asking for  G od  to bless what w e w ant to do, and 
that is not prayer. W e cannot pray at all until 
w e realize that often G od  m ust say to us, ‘M y 
thoughts are not y ou r thoughts, nor M y w ays 
y ou r w ays.’

“ If you  like you r  ow n w ay as m uch as I do, 
you  w ill often find a cross at the heart o f this 
procedure, fo r  G od  must run a m inus sign right 
through the upstanding ‘I ’ and cross it out b e ­
fore  H e can tell m e w hat H e wants. T o  ask fo r  
G od ’s w ill is to w ant His w ill instead o f our own. 
W e m ust relinquish our w ill to find His. ‘N ot 
m y  w ill but Thine be don e.’ P raying includes 
an openness to Him  and His w ill.”

B ut prayer in such an attitude o f openness is

spiritual pow er. It is liberating and creative. It 
opens in us and in ou r church  channels o f pow er 
and grace through w hich  G od  m ay m ove to m eet 
the cry ing  needs about us.

Som eone has said, “ W aiting in p rayer is like 
the gathering o f a great r iver  beh ind  a dam : 
soon fertility shall com e to the fields, soon  pow er 
shall turn a thousand w heels, soon  light shall 
bless ham let and city. T hey  w ere  praying at 
Pentecost. Perhaps other m eans are denied  ou r 
time that w e m ay relearn the roya l w ay of 
p rayer.”

D ays such as ours need tall m en and w om en 
w ho can stand as leaders above  the com placent 
crow d . B ut w e are tall sp iritually on ly  w hen 
w e kneel in prayer.

The g lorious truth is that p rayer dem ands no 
form al training, no co llege  degree, no sophisti­
cated know ledge. The hum blest m ay lay hold 
o f the key  to revival and open  the door.

W e dare not fail G od  and ou r generation. 
Individual renew al and corporate  rev iva l can 
on ly  fo llow  “ a p relude o f pleading, passionate, 
and persistent p rayer.”

"Christ for Our Changing World"
This is the challenging them e fo r  N azarene 

V acation  B ib le  Schools this year. T he “ G olden  
T ex t”  is “ Jesus C hrist the sam e yesterday, and 
to day, and for  ev er”  (H ebrew s 1 3 :8 ) .

That these are tim es o f rapid change, no one 
cou ld  deny. Inventions and d iscoveries in b e ­
w ildering  n um ber are changing the w ay  w e 
travel, com m unicate, w ork , and play.

In m any cases, changes in the w orld  about 
threaten the security  and peace o f the hom e. 
C hildren  are a ffected  b y  the anxieties and rest­
lessness o f their elders.

H um an beings are paradoxica l creatures. W e 
like novelty , adventure, progress, and deplore 
the “ ru t,”  m onotony, changelessness. Y e t  we

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50 Years Ago . . .

"The Light Broke In!"

I recently preached the funeral o f 
Billie Browne. He was noted for 
three things: his big, 93,000-egg-
capacity hatchery at Coopersville; his 
sparkling Irish testimonies; and his 
consecrated checkbook.

Everybody w ho knew  Billie knew 
he was a Christian. He scattered his 
testimonies freely, in service stations 
and restaurants, in banks and busi­
ness houses, in poultry conventions 
and among the Ph.D .’s at the state 
colleges.

He was a m em ber o f First Church, 
Grand Rapids, M ichigan, for fo rtv - 
three years. I was his pastor for 
thirteen. I handled several $1,000 
checks that he turned in for G od's 
cause, and many m ore for several 
hundred dollars each. H ard-pressed 
missionaries, pastors, and churches 
besides our own felt the generous 
touch of this man.

BUT BILLIE was not always a 
Christian. He was born in Ireland to 
Roman Catholic parents. His nine 
brothers w ere all Catholics— those 
who survive him still are. His fam ­
ily for generations had been Catholic. 
At nine he was an altar boy  and later 
studied for the priesthood. He came 
to America at nineteen and enrolled 
at Cornell U niversity to study pou l­
try husbandry.

At a poultry convention in M adison 
Square Garden in New York, Dr. 
Lauren Heasley, m anager of the big 
Ferris Farms, Inc., o f M ichigan and 
Florida, met the young Irishman.

Billie im pressed him, and he was 
hired on the spot.

DR. H EASLEY was a Nazarene— 
one o f those w ho really w ork at the 
job . That year he hired seven new 
men. Before another year had 
passed, the seven men had been con ­
verted.

Billie was not easy. He felt there 
was only one church, and he was 
already in it. But “ D oc” Heasley 
praved and talked to him about sal­
vation and built a road of friendship 
to his heart. Finally he persuaded 
him to attend one of the Friday night 
holiness prayer meetings, held in 
homes. Then he invited him to camp 
m eeting and to the mission.

One night Billie went to the altar 
at the mission but did not seem to 
get through. He went hom e discour­
aged. But a few  nights later, unable 
to sleep, he was walking the street at 
midnight when suddenly, as he e x ­
pressed it, “ The light broke in!”

IT W A S ON a Saturday night, also 
at midnight, when he got so sick. 
The fam ily doctor was there. He was 
put into the ambulance. Billie told 
the doctor about that light. He said, 
“ Doctor, that light has grow n brighter 
and brighter with the years. It is 
bright tonight. Jesus is with m e 
now .” They called me at five o ’clock 
and told me Billie was dead.

I do not know  what heaven is 
like, but I rather think, after Billie 
saw Jesus and thanked Him for Cal­
vary, the next person he looked up 
was “ D oc” Heasley, w ho has been 
over there for m ore than thirty years. 
They probably are talking it over 
now.

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"My Husband Was 

On the Th"

Bob Bierderman teas an officer on 
the nuclear-powered submarine, the 
“Thresher,” when it was lost at sea 
with its crew of 129 men three years 
ago this month. He left a teife, 
four children, and a clear Christian 
witness.

Submarines are the safest thing 
in the w orld ,”  m y husband. Bob, 
used to say anytime I show ed appre­
hension about his underseas service 
in the United States Navy.

Perhaps he was right. But Bob 
died April, 1963, when the nuclear 
sub U.S.S. “ Thresher”  sank to the 
bottom  of the Atlantic Ocean. The 
“ safest place in the w orld”  cou ldn ’t 
keep Bob from death; only the Lord 
could do that, and He chose to take 
B ob through death into His presence. 
Since then, G od has sustained me in 
a way that I could never have imag­
ined possible.

I first met Bob in 1953, when he 
was in his last year at the Naval 
Academ y in Annapolis, M aryland. We 
dated steadily, and shortly after his 
graduation in June, 1954, w e became 
engaged. W e w ere married the fo l­
low ing September.

Bob served aboard a destroyer and 
a conventional submarine before 
training in nuclear power. He b e ­
came ship superintendent on the 
“ Thresher” in January, 1963.

Bob felt a definite calling to serve 
God in the naval service. He and I 
both received Christ as our Saviour 
and Lord during B ob ’s postgraduate 
training. W e grew spiritually by  our 
fellowship and Bible study with the 
members of the O fficers’ Christian 
Union. Bob tried to witness for the 
Lord by his daily walk, and I know 
that the Lord gave him extra strength 
for the long hours of duty and 
tremendous responsibility on the 
“ Thresher.”

A fter his assignment to the nuclear 
sub, Bob had little time for our four

children and me. Sometimes, espe­
cially during the last month, he 
w orked a tw elve- to s ixteen -hou r day. 
I becam e discouraged myself. Usually 
he left before the children awakened 
and came hom e barely in time to 
tuck them in.

One night about a w eek before the 
“ Thresher”  was due to go on sea 
trials, I becam e overw helm ed with 
discouragement. The tears came, but 
not wanting B ob to know  how I felt, 
I quickly tidied up, opened the Bible, 
and was reassured that all w ould 
w ork together for good if I relied on 
God. W hen B ob came in, m y anguish 
had gone.

A bout one month before the 
“ Thresher”  disaster, w e w ere attend­
ing an O.C.U. meeting. The meeting 
was finished, and som eone brought up 
the subject o f physical death. A fter 
some discussion one man remarked, 
“ I just can't wait to meet the L ord .” 
His w ife agreed, and though I did 
not hear Bob say it, a dear friend 
told me later that m y husband said 
quietly, “ Neither can I.”

The “ Thresher”  was due to leave 
on Tuesday, April 9. The day before, 
I was trem endously busy. A t 9:00 
p.m., when B ob arrived hom e for 
supper, w e w ere both exhausted. He 
ate leisurely and decided to do a few  
neglected chores in the basement. 
When we retired, it was slightly after 
11:00.

“ What time do we have to get u p ?” 
I asked.

“ I'll set the alarm for 5:30.”
“ Ohhhhh,” I sighed, secretly, b e ­

cause I was so tired I thought that,

when the alarm rang at 5:30, I would 
ask Bob if he w ould m ind if I stayed 
in bed just this once.

W hen the alarm rang, praise God, 
I dragged my tired body out of bed. 
and I w ondered how  I ever could 
have thought such a thing as not 
getting up with Bob.

W e breakfasted and prayed to ­
gether. I recall m y prayer vividly. 
A fter thanking the Lord. I asked that 
He w ould give the men keen minds 
to fix any m inor discrepancies which 
might occur. I prayed that the Lord 
w ould bless Bob, and that He would 
bring him back safely if it w ere His 
will. Then w e kissed good -b ye . I 
never dreamed of danger, and I am 
confident B ob did not either. It was 
just another routine trip, and we ex ­
pected to have supper together Thurs­
day evening.

On every trip B ob made out to 
sea, w e set a specific time w hen we 
w ould  rem em ber each other in prayer 
and read the W ord. B ob  mentioned 
9:00 p.m. w ould be best for him be­
cause by  then all the daily demands 
w ould have eased, so w e agreed to 
pray at 9:00 in the evening.

Tuesday I rem em bered him about 
9:00 p.m.

W ednesday m orning after sending 
our oldest boy, Greg, to school and 
after finishing a few  chores, I went 
upstairs to have m y quiet time. The 
other children w ere playing. A fter I 
finished I looked at the clock ; it was 
just a few minutes past nine. Strange, 
I thought to myself, Bob and I agreed  
to rem em ber each other in prayer at 
nine o'clock  in the evening, not nine

o’clock in the morning. Other than 
that. I had no unusual feeling.

When the captain from  the ship­
yard called me som etim e after 7:00 
p.m. and inform ed me that contact 
with the “ Thresher” had been lost, I 
felt no alarm. B ob had told me this 
had happened before; an electrical 
short circuit had caused them to lose 
communication.

All the children w ere sleeping e x ­
cept Gregory, seven years old. “ D on ’t 
worry, M om m y,” he said, “ they have 
the ‘Skylark1 with them, and every ­
thing will be okay.” The “ Skylark” 
is a submarine rescue vessel. We 
prayed together, and he quietly went 
to sleep.

Immediately I called a friend o f 
Bob's who was stationed on the base 
at the Portsmouth Naval Shipyard. 
Lieutenant Dennis Ballow  gave me 
the latest inform ation. There was 
nothing encouraging, but there was 
no reason to lose hope. Later that 
evening when he and his w ife came 
to the house. I knew  it was serious.

Our pastor had stopped by  earlier 
that evening. A m ong the Scripture 
passages shared with me b y  Pastor 
Carlvle Savior, o f the Hampton Falls 
Bantist Church, was Nahum 1:7— 
“The Lord is good, a strong hold in 
the dav of trouble; and he knoweth 
them that trust in him ."

I repeated this mentally several 
times to myself, and leaned heavily 
on it. He also gave me Isaiah 41:10— 
“Fear thou not: for I am with thee: 
be not dism ayed: for I am thy God: 
I will strengthen t h e e ;  v r a  T w i l l  
help thee; yea, I will uphold thee 
with the right hand of m y righteous­
ness.”

I clung to that verse in the days 
that follow ed.

A  Christian friend, Joy Gulick, 
spent the night with me. W e prayed, 
listened to news broadcasts, and 
prayed again. Tears flow ed fre­
quently. Inwardly I knew that I 
must be able to say w ithout any 
reservation, "T hy will be done, Lord.” 
I believe I reached this point toward 
the early m orning hours. The last 
broadcast we heard was at 4:30 a.m. 
Exhausted, but still hoping, we slept 
for a few  hours.

The next reports we heard gave no 
hope for the "Thresher”  and its crew. 
The shock of 129 lives lost was un­
believable to me. When my m other 
and brother arrived from  Connecticut 
at dawn on that morning, I was quiet­
ly  resigning m yself to the fact that 
Bob was physically gone, and spir­
itually with our Lord.

Later when I saw the official state­
ment of what had happened, I re­
called that quiet time I had on the 
m orning of the tenth. In part, the 
statement read: “ To personnel aboard 
‘Skylark1 the dive appeared to be 
progressing satisfactorily until 9:13
a.m. . . .  at about 9:16 a.m. ‘Skylark ’ 
heard a garbled transmission w hich 
w e believed to contain the w ords ‘ test 
depth.1 ”

That was the last message from  
the “ Thresher” to the escort vessel 
“ Skylark.” I strongly feel that 
W ednesday m orning when I prayed 
Bob too was praying. He must have 
known danger was imminent. I b e ­
lieve that Bob was praying that the 
difficulty w ould be corrected, and 
that the “ Thresher”  w ould surface.

I cannot help but feel that in the 
same breath he com mitted everything 
to the Lord. For those few minutes 
of quiet com munion, I thank God.

A  fellow  O.C.U. wife, Anna Barry, 
com forted me with these words: 
"Death is not the will of God. It 
has com e to us all because of sin and 
rebellion in the hearts of man from  
the beginning. But, though death is 
a usurper, an enemy, tearing our 
loved ones from us, it is already a 
defeated enemy. God has conquered 
death by Jesus Christ, and given us 
a blessed hope.”

Bob was a w onderful husband, and 
a fine father. The children and I 
miss his nearness. I had read Little 
Pilgrim ’s Progress  to the children re ­
cently, and when this sea mishap 
occurred, I told the children that 
“ Daddy went to heaven, to be with 
Jesus.” Eric, four, recalled the term 
used in the story and said. “ No, Daddy 
went to the celestial city.” Bruce, 
our five -yea r-o ld , repeated the 
phrase. I nodded and whispered, 
“ That's right, Eric and B ruce.”

The months have passed, and they 
have seemed like years. But the 
Lord has sustained me with His grace. 
He has taught me through this e x ­
perience to rely on Him alone. I 
believe He directed B ob into m y life, 
blessed us richly, and now saw fit to 
call him hom e to himself. For all of 
this and past memories, I praise Him. 
Truly, all that God plans for us is 
ultimately good, though for the pres­
ent the experience may be painful.

There is the need today for the 
preaching of both the positive and 
the negative. The full gospel is the 
acceptance of some things, the re­
jection of others. It is saying, “Yes,” 
to God and, “No." to Satan; “Yes,” 
to the higher; "N o ," to the lower.' 
Let us he examples to our world to­
day of what the full gospel can do 
for our lives.— Ronald E. Wesley, 
pastor, I'incrille.

THE K IN G D O M  IS D IV ID ED

I am writing to ask you to please explain just how a person may obtain 
an experience of holiness.

I Kings 12:1-5, 16 -20  (A p r i l  17)

• Congregation— The w ord “ congre­
gation” occurs tw ice in this lesson 
(vv. 3, 20). But the English transla­
tion represents two different terms in 
Hebrew. In verse 3 it is qahal, which 
means “an assembly called together.” 
In verse 20 it is edah . “ an appointed 
meeting.”

The phrase “ the congregation of Is­
rael” (v. 3) is a com m on one in the 
Old Testament. The emphasis was on 
Israel as a united nation, as G od ’s 
people.

In the Septuagint (G reek transla­
tion of the Old Testam ent) there are 
several words used for “ congrega­
tion.” In verse 3 it is laos. which 
means “ the people  at large, especially 
people assembled.” In verse 20 it is 
synagoge ( “ a gathering together” ), 
which has been taken over into 
English as designating a congregation 
of Jews, or m ore popularly the place 
where it meets. A  third term used for 
“congregation” in the Septuagint is 
ccclesia, the w ord for “ church”  in 
the New Testament. In Old Testa­
ment times “ the people of G od” was 
Israel; today it is the Church.

• Grievous— The w ord occurs twice 
in verse 4. The people rem inded R e- 
hoboam that his father, Solom on, had 
“made our yoke grievous.” The Sep­
tuagint simply says: “ Thy father 
weighed down | or burdened] our 
yoke.” The primary m eaning of 
"grievous” here is “ heavy.”

So the people pleaded: “ Now there­
fore make thou the grievous service 
of thy father, and his heavy yoke 
which he put upon us, lighter.” Here 
“grievous” is “ hard” (scleros  in the 
Greek).

The burdensom e yoke which S o lo ­
mon had placed upon Israel was that 
of very heavy taxes. He maintained 
a magnificent regime, and it cost a 
lot of money.

• Tribute—The H ebrew w ord is mas 
(v. 18). which means a “ burden” or 
“levy.” Today we w ould say that 
Adoram was sent to collect the taxes. 
And taxes are always a burden. The 
people of Israel did to Adoram  what 
sometimes happened to tax collectors 
in ancient times— they stoned him to 
death.
